Port development / modernisation

Under the Sagarmala initiative, the major themes for ports development/
modernisation include ports mechanisation, draft enhancement (dredging) and
new terminal development. To boost productivity at all major ports, higher
capacity equipment are being installed. The draft at major ports is being
increased to handle large-sized new-generation container vessels and super
tankers. In order to handle increased traffic expected to arrive at Indian shores,
new terminals and berths are being constructed. Overall, a capital expenditure
of Rs 53,900 crore is expected to be incurred during FY20 to FY25 in
modernising and developing existing ports. The major projects in this category
include development of Jawaharlal Nehru Ports Trust (JNPT) Container
Terminal 4 - Phase 2 (Rs 3,195 crore); deepening of inner harbour at Paradip
Ports (Rs 2,175 crore); and development of transshipment ports at South Bay
in the Andaman Islands (Rs 5,000 crore).
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New ports

Vadhavan Ports is being developed with the aim to ease pressure on JNPT,
which is congested and is operating at full capacity. The ports is being
developed at an estimated project cost of Rs 16,140 crore and an additional
amount of Rs 35,100 crore is to be invested through the public-private
partnership (PPP) mode to develop terminals and equipment infrastructure.
Bhavanpadu Ports is being developed in Andhra Pradesh at an estimated cost
of Rs 5,390 crore.

Port connectivity

Connectivity is one of the critical enablers for ports, and the end-to-end
effectiveness of the logistics system drives competitiveness for the shipping
industry as well. With infusion of new technology and capacity building, the
cumulative/ total capacity available at ports can match demand, but will not be
able to handle additional traffic if the evacuation to and from the ports is
restricted. In order to achieve this, several projects are being undertaken to
augment rail and road connectivity with related capex amounting to Rs 13,940
crore to ensure smooth traffic flow and also to meet the requirements of the
projected increase in traffic. Major projects in this category include Indore -
Manmad-Mumbai-JNPT rail connectivity (Rs 8,900 crore); elevated four-lane
road from Chennai Ports to Maduravoyl (National Highway 4 or NH-4) in Tamil
Nadu (Rs 3,087 crore); evacuation road for container terminal i 330 m
extension to Dubai Ports (DP) World terminal at JNPT; and construction of
second exit road cum flyover at Paradip (Rs 106 crore).

Inland waterways

Despite having an extensive network of inland waterways in the form of
rivers, canals, backwaters and creeks, freight transportation by waterways
is highly underutilised. Hence, in order to realise the potential, the
government has been focusing on improving, building and promoting inland
waterways infrastructure, which is also environment friendly, as a preferred
mode of freight transportation. In order to achieve this, a capital outlay of
Rs 19,950 crore would be incurred over FY20 to FY25. The major projects
include Jal Marg Vikas Project implemented by the Inland Waterways
Authority of India (Rs 4,150 crore), and inland waterways and Commamur.
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Canal development including river line ports in Andhra Pradesh (Rs 13,000
crore).

Inland ports/multi-modal terminals

India's hinterland connectivity is mainly based on surface transport, i.e., road
and rail, whereas pipelines are used only for transporting select commodities
such as crude olil, refined petroleum products and natural gas. As in India, the
major demand generating centres are in the hinterland, various inland ports
and multi-modal terminals are being developed to reduce the logistics costs
and the time variability with which cargo can delivered. Inland ports/ multi-
modal terminals would enable enhanced connectivity between ports and the
domestic production/consumption centres. In order to achieve this, an
estimated capital expenditure of Rs 11,360 crore is planned over FY20 to
FY25. The major projects in this category include dry ports in Nashik, Jalna,
Wardha (Rs 800 crore), and multi-modal terminals at Varanasi and Sahibganj
(Rs 700 crore).

At present, projects utilising 44% of the capital outlay are still at the
conceptualisation stage. Most of the projects in this category are related to new
ports construction, improving ports connectivity, developing inland ports and
multi-modal terminals, and existing ports modernisation. A substantial portion
of land needs to be acquired for projects at conceptualisation stage under the
category Greenfield ports development and ports connectivity enhancement.
The projects in the conceptualisation stage include development of Vadhavan
Ports in Maharashtra (Rs 16,120 crore); development of greenfield ports at
Bhavanpadu in Andhra Pradesh (Rs 5,390 crore); development of
Ramayapatnam Ports in Andhra Pradesh (Rs 5,000 crore); and construction of
flyover at Paradip Ports to improve connectivity (Rs 106 crore).

The major projects under implementation include Jal Marg Vikas Project (Rs
4,150 crore); development of LNG terminal at Jafrabad in Gujarat (Rs 2,830
crore); and development of captive SPM terminal near old Mundra Ports, Kutch
(Rs 2,780 crore).

The major projects under development include development of INPT Container
Terminal 4 - Phase 2 (Rs 3,195 crore); deepening of inner harbour at Paradip
Ports for handling capsize vessels (Rs 2,174 crore); and development of LNG
terminal by HPCL Shapoorji Energy in Gujarat (Rs 5,410 crore).

Projects utilising 66% of the capital outlay over FY20 to FY25 are being
implemented through the engineering, procurement and construction (EPC)
route. Most of the capital expenditure being undertaken to improve ports
connectivity and developing inland waterways, is being done through the EPC
route. The major projects being implemented through the PPP route include
development of JNPT Container Terminal 4 - Phase 2 (Rs 3,195 crore);
construction of elevated road from Chennai Ports to Maduravoyl (NH-4) (Rs
3,085 crore); development of transshipment ports at South Bay in the Andaman
Islands (Rs 5,000 crore); construction of container terminal - Phase | (Stage 1),
330 m quay length, at Kamarajar Ports Limited or KPL (Rs 558 crore), and
development of LNG terminal at Jafrabad in Gujarat (Rs 2,800 crore).

Airport Modernisation

Greenfield airports

An estimated total capital expenditure of Rs 72,662 crore would be incurred
over FY20 to FY25 for developing Greenfield airports in different parts of the
country. The projects include Navi Mumbai international airports (Rs 16,250
crore), Noida international airports near Jewar (Rs 8,638 crore), Purandar
airports near Pune (Rs 19,000 crore), Mopa airports in Goa (Rs 3,000 crore),
and Bhogapuram airports in Andhra Pradesh (Rs 3,000 crore).
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Airport expansion and modernisation

Given that air traffic is set to increase manifold in India, an estimated total
capital outlay of Rs 70,786 crore is being planned to increase capacity handling
at major airports. For this, a number of projects involving constructing new
terminals, runways, taxiway, and parking capacity, are being undertaken. A lot
of airports are being developed under the Regional Connectivity Scheme-Ude
Desh Ka Aam Nagrik (RCS-UDAN), and terminal buildings are being expanded
to improve amenities and passenger handling capacity. In order to address the
capacity constraints, steps are being taken to upgrade airports by adding new
runways and new terminal buildings at Delhi, Bengaluru and Hyderabad. The
airports capacity at Delhi is expected to increase to 110 million by 2023, 56
million at Bengaluru by 2022 and 36 million at Hyderabad by 2024. In addition,
Jewar will come up as second airports in Delhi, and Navi Mumbai airports will
be commissioned by 2023. Also, various airports in Tier 2 and 3 cities are being
modernised for better customer amenities, such as in Lucknow, Leh, Jabalpur,
Tiruchirappalli and Surat.

Key projects expected to be commissioned during FY20-FY25

Many marquee projects undertaken such as new Greenfield airports (Navi
Mumbai international airport, Noida international airport, Rajkot airport, Mopa
airport, new Pune airport, Dholera international airport, Bhogapuram airport,
Itanagar airport, etc.) would be commissioned during this period.

At present, projects comprising 27% of the capital outlay are in the
implementation stage with most of the projects scheduled to be completed by
FY22. Projects comprising 28% of the capital outlay are in the development
stage, while projects comprising 25% of the capital outlay are in the
conceptualisation stage.

Major projects under implementation include expansion of major airports such
as Indira Gandhi International Airport, New Delhi, Phase 3 (~Rs 9,800 crore),
and Rajiv Gandhi International Airport, Hyderabad (Rs 4,900 crore);
modernisation of Chennai airports (Rs 2,330 crore); and construction of new
terminal building at Lucknow airports (Rs 1,230 crore).

Major projects in the development stage include development of Greenfield
airports at Jewar (Rs 8,640 crore); Greenfield airports at Hirasar, Rajkot (Rs
1,400 crore); and Agatti airports in Lakshadweep (Rs 1,524 crore).

All the new major Greenfield airports are being developed through
the PPP route. Airports expansion work being carried out at existing major
airports, i.e., Bengaluru and Hyderabad, is also being done through the PPP
route. The major projects being undertaken through the PPP route include
development of new airports at Navi Mumbai (Rs 16,250 crore), Jewar (Rs
8,638 crore), Mopa in Goa (Rs 3,000 crore), and Bhogapuram (Rs 3,000 crore),
and expansion and modernisation of Bengaluru international airports (Rs

Smart Cities Mission

In order to improve ease of living in Indian cities, various projects are being
i mpl emented wunder the gover nment Bhe
programme aims to improve quality of life by enabling local development and
harnessing technology to create smart solutions. The focus is on creating
sustainable and smart cities through assured electricity supply, and efficient
urban transport, solid waste management and e-governance. An estimated
capital expenditure of Rs 178,721 crore would be incurred between FY20 to
FY25 to redevelop selected cities as smart cities. The major projects
implemented under this include development of a railway station multi-modal
hub in Bhubaneshwar (Rs 1,080 crore); cluster redevelopment in Thane (Rs
3,974 crore); and implementation of energy-efficient public lighting system in
Bengaluru (Rs 800 crore).
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Urban transport

In order to transform urban mobility in India, there has been a shift towards
cleaner modes of transport focused on reducing pollution and traffic congestion
and addressing issues such as lack of sufficient parking spaces. For this,
construction of metro rail network has been undertaken in many cities to ensure
efficient and convenient intra-city mobility. Also, rapid regional transport system
(RRTS) is being developed in the National Capital Region for providing an
efficient intercity transport system. An estimated capital expenditure of Rs
744,578 crore would be incurred during FY20 to FY25 to ensure sustainable
and efficient urban mobility. The major projects include Delhi-Panipat RRTS
(Rs 48,800 crore); Delhi-Gurugram-Shahjahanpur-Neemrana-Behror (SNB)
RRTS (Rs 37,960 crore); Delhi-Ghaziabad-Meerut RRTS (Rs 30,000 crore);
Delhi metro rail project - Phase IV (Rs 25,000 crore); and Bengaluru metro rail
project - Phase Il (Rs 21,690 crore).

Water supply and sanitation/wastewater management

With the aim of providing basic civic amenities like water supply, sewerage
network, green parks to improve the quality of life for all, the government
launched the Atal Mission for Rejuvenation and Urban Transformation
(AMRUT) scheme. The projects are being undertaken to ensure that every
household has access to a tapped water and a sewerage connection and for
cities to have well-maintained open spaces and greenery. An estimated capital
expenditure of Rs 172,915 crore would be incurred between FY20 to FY25.
The major projects undertaken include water supply source improvement
works in Chennai (Rs 985 crore); Under Ground Sewerage Works in Tamil
Nadu (Rs 525 crore); and Jhansi water supply reorganisation scheme - Phase
Il (Rs 445 crore).

Affordable Housing

With an aim to provide housing for all, the government has been constructing
houses under the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (PMAY) i Urban. The scheme
objective is to address the housing requirement of urban poor and slum
dwellers. An estimated capital expenditure of Rs 543,559 crore would be
incurred during FY20 to FY25 to provide housing to all households.
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Piped water supply/drinking water

The government has launched the Jal Jeevan Mission with the objective to
provide piped water supply to every urban household. The aim is also to create
infrastructure for groundwater replenishment through rainwater harvesting and
management of household wastewater for reuse in agriculture and industry. An
estimated capital expenditure of Rs 279,492 crore would be incurred during
FY20 to FY25 under the Jal Jeevan Mission (Urban).

At present, projects comprising 41% of the capital outlay are under
implementation stage with most of the projects scheduled to be completed by
FY22. The major projects in this category include Delhi-Ghaziabad-Meerut
RRTS (Rs 30,000 crore); Delhi metro rail project - Phase IV (Rs 25,000 crore);
and Bangalore metro rail project - Phase 2 (Rs 21,700 crore).

Projects comprising 39% of the capital outlay are in the development stage.
The major projects in this category include Chennai metro rail project - Phase
Il (Rs 69,180 crore); Delhi-Gurugram-SNB RRTS (Rs 37,680 crore); multi-



modal corridor from Navghar to Balavali (Rs 34,843 crore); and Thane metro
rail project (Rs 13,075 crore).

Projects comprising 20% of the capital outlay are in the conceptualisation
stage. The major projects in this category include Delhi-Panipat RRTS (Rs
48,835 crore); Vijaywada metro rail project (Rs 9,000 crore); Visakhapatnam
metro rail project (Rs 8,300 crore); metrolite from Kirti Nagar to Dwarka in Delhi
(Rs 2,670 crore); and Noida metro aqualine extension (Rs 2,590 crore).

Projects comprising ~7% of the total capital outlay would be incurred under the
PPP mode. Most of the PPP projects are categorised under the PMAY, Smart
Cities Mission and metro rail projects. The major projects included under the
PPP route are multi-modal corridor from Navghar to Balavali in Mumbai (Rs
34,840 crore); Pune metro Line 3 Hinjawadi to Shivajinagar (Rs 8,313 crore);
Visakhapatnam metro rail project (Rs 8,300 crore); and monorail in Kolkata
Municipal Corporation (Rs 4,500 crore).

Most of the projects being undertaken to improve urban infrastructure are being
implemented by the concerned urban local body (ULB). Many ULBs have
formed special purpose vehicles (SPVs) to undertake smart city projects under
the PPP route. Joint SPVs between the centre and the states are formed to
implement various metro rail projects and rapid rail transit systems. National
Capital Region Transport Corporation (NCRTC) is implementing three RRTS
corridors 1 Delhii Ghaziabadi Meerut corridor, Delhii Panipat corridor and
Delhii Gurugrami SNB corridor 7 having an estimated capital outlay of Rs
116,500 crore. Other major implementing agencies include Chennai Metro Rail
limited (Rs 71,228 crore); Maharashtra Metro Rail Corporation (Rs 36,750
crore) implementing Pune, Nagpur, Nashik and Thane metro rail projects; Uttar
Pradesh Metro Rail Corporation (Rs 35,300 crore) implementing Lucknow,
Agra, Kanpur, Meerut and Gorakhpur metro rail projects; and Gujarat Metro
Rail Corporation (Rs 22,650 crore) implementing Ahmedabad and Surat metro
rail projects.

As part of the BharatNet initiative, it is aimed to connect all 2.5 lakh village
panchayats in India with a high-speed broadband network. As part of the
project, devices will be provided connectivity through WiFi or any other suitable
broadband technology to access broadband or internet services. It is estimated
that a capital outlay of Rs 13,000 crore would be made during FY20 to FY25 to
achieve the targets set under the flagship BharatNet project.

Telecom infrastructure and mobile coverage in
uncovered areas

In order to improve the coverage and quality of telecom services in the country
an estimated total capital expenditure of ~Rs 292,200 crore would be incurred
during FY20 to FY25. The projects include provision of mobile services in
uncovered villages, national highways in uncovered districts and extremist-
affected areas. Private telecom operators would be incurring substantial capital
expenditure to boost their existing infrastructure. Other projects include
provision of mobile services in uncovered villages in Andhra Pradesh, Assam,
Mizoram, Manipur, Tripura, Nagaland, Sikkim and areas affected by left wing
extremism (Rs 9,600 crore).
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Communication infrastructure and data centres

In order to improve digital connectivity with the Andaman and Nicobar and
Lakshadweep islands, submarine optical fibre cable connectivity is being laid
out between mainland India and these islands. Also, as data has become the
dew oilg data centres are being developed by state governments to efficiently
store government data and analyse it to come out with insights to drive policies.
An estimated total capital expenditure of ~Rs 4,500 crore would be incurred on
this during FY20 to FY25. The major projects in this category include
submarine optical fibre connectivity between mainland India (Chennai) and the
Andaman and Nicobar Islands (Rs 930 crore), and between mainland India
(Kochi) and Lakshadweep (Rs 1,030 crore).

At present, projects utilising 95% of the capital outlay are in the implementation
stage and only 2% of the projects are at the conceptualisation stage. Most of
the projects are in the implementation stage and are expected to be completed
by FY23. The major projects under implementation include capital expenditure
incurred on telecom equipment by Bharti Airtel and Vodafone Idea (Rs 228,000
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crore); implementation of BharatNet (Rs 13,000 crore), and 4G rollout of BSNL
and MTNL (Rs 37,284 crore).

Major projects at the conceptualisation stage include provision for submarine
optical fibre connectivity between Kochi and Lakshadweep (Rs 1,030 crore)
and provision of mobile services in aspirational districts (Rs 4,810 crore).

Irrigation project

As irrigation is critical to ensuring food security and economic growth in India,
a total capital expenditure of Rs 771,695 crore is estimated to be incurred
during FY20 to FY25 to improve the performance of irrigation systems. Several
projects are being undertaken, which include large-scale canal irrigation
systems to ensure reliable supply of water in water deficient areas. Many
projects involve construction of barrage and reservoirs and large lift irrigation
projects. The notable projects include Polavaram irrigation project in Andhra
Pradesh, which would involve an estimated capital expenditure of Rs 39,550
crore, and Subarnarekha multi-purpose project in Jharkhand, which would
involve an estimated capital outlay of Rs 5,930 crore during FY20 to FY25.
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River interlinking

River interlinking projects are planned by the government in order to control
droughts in areas facing water shortage and floods in water excess regions.
The idea is to reduce dependence of farmers on uncertain monsoon rains. The
projects would be commissioned by the National Water Development Agency
and an estimated capital expenditure of Rs 102,665 crore would be incurred
during FY20 to FY25. The major projects include Godavari-Cauvery link
project, Ken-Betwa link project, Par-Tapi-Narmada link project and
Damanganga-Pinjal link project.

National River Conservation Plan

This is envisaged with the objective to minimise pollution affecting river basin
and rejuvenation of the river Ganga and its tributaries by adopting a river basin
approach. The rationale is to promote inter-sectoral coordination for
comprehensive planning and management. The idea is also to maintain
minimum ecological flow in the river Ganga to ensure optimum water quality.
Many sewage treatment plants (STPs) and effluent treatment plants (ETPS)
are being commissioned under this programme. Overall, an estimated capital
expenditure of Rs 20,100 crore would be incurred during FY20 to FY25 for
building robust infrastructure to ensure that menace of river water pollution is
minimised to the extent possible.

At present, projects comprising 46% of the capital outlay are in the
conceptualisation stage. Some of the marquee projects such as river
interlinking are still in the conceptualisation stage. The major projects include
Godavari-Cauvery link project (Rs 60,360 crore); Ken-Betwa link project (Rs
30,700 crore); Netravati diversion scheme in Karnataka (Rs 37,800 crore); and
Babu Jagjivan Ram Uttarandhra Sujala Sravanthi project - Phase Il in Andhra
Pradesh (Rs 14,545 crore).

Most of the irrigation projects being undertaken to provide water supply in water
scant regions are under implementation. The major projects under
implementation include Polavaram irrigation project in Andhra Pradesh (Rs
39,550 crore); Handri-Neeva-Sujala-Sravanthi (HNSS) canal project in Andhra
Pradesh (Rs 4,500 crore); and Chintalapudi lift irrigation scheme in Andhra
Pradesh (Rs 4,188 crore).

The major projects under development include Narmada-Malwa-Kshipra
micro-irrigation scheme in Madhya Pradesh (Rs 7,500 crore); Narmada-
Malwa-Gambhir link - Phase Il in Madhya Pradesh (Rs 6,500 crore); and
Bhadbhut barrage project in Gujarat (Rs 4,245 crore).

Agricultural market infrastructure

As small farmers do not have resources to retain their produce till market prices
are favourable, a network of rural godowns and terminal markets are being
developed that will help them to hold their produce and sell at remunerative
prices. The idea is to create a scientific storage capacity in rural areas to meet
various requirements for storing farm produce, processed farm produce and
agricultural inputs. An estimated capital expenditure of ~Rs 117,000 crore
would be incurred in developing agricultural market infrastructure over FY20 to
FY25.

Processing and cold chain infrastructure

In order to reduce wastage of agricultural produce, there is a need for
processing and augmenting capacity of cold chain infrastructure such as
centres for packaging and preparing fresh produce for long-distance transport,
and cold storages and refrigerated transport such as reefer vehicles. An
estimated total capital expenditure of ~Rs 14,000 crore would be incurred
during FY20 to FY25 to improve cold chain infrastructure in India.

Quality/testing infrastructure

The cost of essential fertilisers constitutes a large part of the input cost for
farmers. Utilising lower than optimum amount of fertilisers will adversely affect
production both in terms of quantity and quality, but applying more will increase
operating expenditure of farmers and may also damage the crops. To address
this issue, several soil testing laboratories are being developed throughout the
country. An estimated capital expenditure of ~Rs 15,300 crore would be
incurred during FY20 to FY25 to build quality and testing infrastructure in order
to improve productivity.

Research infrastructure

An estimated capital expenditure of ~Rs 20,500 crore would be incurred during
FY20 to FY25 to build and upgrade research infrastructure in the agriculture
sector. The major projects include modernisation of Indian Agricultural
Research Institute (IARI), establishment of central agricultural universities in
different agro climatic zones and strengthening of krishi vigyan kendras
(KVKs).

At present, projects utilising 83% of the capital outlay are in the development
stage. Most of the projects related to building, processing and upgrading cold
chain infrastructure, seed testing laboratories and research infrastructure are
currently in the development stage. The major projects include custom hiring
centres for pre- and post-harvest (Rs 66,200 crore) and terminal markets for
fruits and vegetables in major cities (Rs 5,000 crore).

The major projects in the conceptualisation stage include infrastructure support
for the agro food processing industry in Tamil Nadu (Rs 5,000 crore);
strengthening of food processing units in Andhra Pradesh (Rs 1,050 crore);
and setting up infrastructure for seed supply chain across Tamil Nadu (Rs
2,000 crore).

The major project under implementation is creation of gramin agricultural
markets (GrAMs), which aims to improve infrastructure of gramin haats by
constructing godowns where farmers can deposit their produce and wait for the
right opportunity to sell.
